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The Old Testament uses the Hebrew word “ruah” 
for the Spirit, which means “breath.”  The New Testa-
ment uses the Greek word “pneuma” for the Spirit; 
which means “wind.”  These rood words remind us 
that the Holy Spirit is as essential as breathing, and the 
Holy Spirit moves as freely as the breezes (John 3:8).  
The Spirit moved over the waters as creation broke 
into being (Gen. 1:2).  The Spirit distributes spiritual 
gifts as the Spirit chooses (1 Cor. 12:11).  The Spirit 
intercedes for us when our prayers are fragile (Rom. 
8:26-27). 

Jesus promises that the Holy Spirit will come when 
the disciples are no longer able to see Jesus (John 
14:16).  In this verse, the word chosen by our Lord to 
depict the Holy Spirit is usually translated “advocate” 
“helper” or “intercessor.” 

Jesus says that he will ask the Father to send the 
Holy Spirit (John 14:16), and in some sense the story 
of the New Testament is the story of the coming of the 
Holy Spirit.  Acts 2:1-12 breaks open the appearance 
of the Holy Spirit at Pentecost.  The power of the 
Spirit in Christian lives is of the essence; 1 Corin-
thians 12:3 says that “no one can say ‘Jesus is Lord’ 
except by the Holy Spirit.”
