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In the United Methodist 

Church, clergy are those persons 

who are ordained, commissioned, 

or licensed for a set-apart, represen-

tative servant leadership roles.  The 

annual conference ð not the local 

church ð is the authorizing and 

electing body for each of these rela-

tionships.  Clergy remain account-

able to the annual conference. 

There are two categories of or-

dained clergy: elders and deacons.  

Elders are set apart for preaching 

the Word, ordering the church for 

mission and ministry, administering 

the sacraments, and ministries of 

service.  Deacons are set apart for 

the proclamation of the Word and 

service that connects congrega-

tional life with community life. 

Commissioned  ministers are 

those who are in process of moving 

toward ordination and full confer-

ence membership.  Licensed pastors 

are unordained persons who are au-

thorized to serve the full pastoral 

role in the particular place to which 

they are appointed. 

Conference membership is an-

other aspect of clergy life.  United 

Methodist clergy are not members 

of local churches; they are members 

of the annual conference.  Both 

men and women are eligible for any 

clergy relationship in United 

Methodism. 

Note From the Pastor  

Starting  with the new year, we 

started reporting our progress in 

becoming a Vital Congregation.  

Some of the marks of a vital con-

gregation are that they 1) worship, 

2) make new disciples, 3) grow as 

disciples, 4) serve in mission, and 

5) give with a generous spirit, in-

cluding giving to mission. Around 

the world, United Methodist             

congregations will identify their 

commitment in each of these areas.  

We realize that by recording our 

progress in each area weekly, we 

will discover ways to improve our 

effectiveness in fulfilling our            

mission of making disciples of            

Jesus Christ for the transformation 

of the world. 

I am excited this year as we 

grow together in fulfilling Godôs 

mission for Bartlett Chapel. It will 

take commitment from all of us to 

transform the lives of our commu-

nity. God has committed the life of 

His Son so we can have victory in 

His purpose. 

We will be tracking worship 

attendance, so it becomes critical 

that each of us are inviting our 

friends and family. We will track 

professions of faith, so we must 

take every opportunity to witness to 

everyone whom God puts in our 

path each day. We also will track 

the number of small groups, which 

is where we grow in our faith. We 

must constantly invite others to join 

our established small groups and be 

willing to become leaders in new 

small groups. We will track how 

many of us are involved in mission, 

including local, national, and inter-

national mission or outreach. This 

includes work within or outside the 

church organization. Lastly, we will 

track the total amount we give as a 

congregation for benevolent and 

charitable ministries. 

These numbers will represent 

ministry that is transforming our 

community in 2012. It is such a 

privilege to serve a congregation 

that is willing to become actively 

involved in ministry.  God is
